Hospital Supervisor


Receives necessary info from ED (will not know patient name at this point)


Performs group page 4930 for cath lab team – code 999* (# of minutes to expected arrival) i.e., 999*15 indicates we are expecting the patient arrival in 15 minutes 


Pages additional team members, group page 9001, code 999*(# of minutes to expected arrival)  (Lab, RT, Security, ED charge nurse, CICU charge nurse, ACU, Level 1 Coordinator, ED Clerk, Chaplain 


Calls CICU 72771 to confirm bed
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Cath Lab Team


Upon receiving page, calls hospital supervisor 72657 to verify page, may leave message


Ready to work within 30 minutes of page








Ambulance Notifies ED of ETA in 15 Minutes 


(Note if original time out <15 minutes will not receive 2nd page)


ED charge nurse notifies hospital supervisor 72657


Hospital supervisor sends page to: both group pages 4930 and 9001– code 999*15

Interventional Cardiologist in ED


Assess patient to determine transport to cath lab


Contacts midlevel provider to assist if needed














Patient Transported to Cath Lab / Family Arrives


Escorted by interventional cardiologist, ED nurse, respiratory therapist, security, EMS if available


Transport with Portable Lifepak 20 (hands off pads)


ED unit clerk to transfer patient to cath lab – Ambulatory for ED patient 


Security to write down time of departure per ED atomic clock


Security to ensure open access to secured doors on both levels, elevator is parked on level 1 and available to use


Chaplain will:


Escort family to AHVI waiting area


Notify cath lab of family arrival


Provide updates of patient status to family











Patient in Cath Lab


RT, EMS, ED nurse - assist w/ lead, mask, cap 


CICU RN to assist after hours (1700 – 0800) / Cath Lab Clinical Lead to assess need for add’l assistance during working hours


Lab - available for specimens & to place order for Level 1 labs: BMP, Hemogram, CKBM panel, Troponin I, Magnesium, Prothrombin Time and Type & Screen  


Nurses – confirm care / verify patient identification, armband, switch IVs


Interventional cardiologist – mini H&P


Team - witness non-signed informed consent


Security – give arrival time form to cath lab monitor tech / place belongings in Aspirus bag to take to CICU





Procedure Complete


Cath Lab:


Performs & records Level 1 debriefing


Prints extra copy of procedural report and places it in the post data box for Level 1 coordinator


CICU or receiving unit:


Faxes interim status report to referring ED physician and primary care soon after admission---provide within ED shift


Completes EPIC admission – including agreement for services signed


Enter and document agreement for service and privacy notice


Physician:


Option to participate in debriefing for issues or acknowledgements


Level 1 Coordinator:


Creates case summary & shares w/ pertinent staff


Follows-up on identified issues
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
